Majoritatea participantilor au agreat opinia conform cireia, desi economia mondiali
din punct de vedere tehnic nu se mai afld in recesiune, criza nu s-a sférsit. Chiar dacd
raspunsul giobal coordonat apirut la inceputul crizei a reugit cu succes s evite o alti Mare
Recesiune, trebuie abordate in continuare numeroase sisteme fundamentale. Acestea includ
nevoia de a reforma sistemul arhitecturii financiare si intirirea structurilor regionale si
globale. In acelasi timp, majoritatea vorbitorilor au subliniat aparitia unor noi ameningiri,



precum cresterea datoriei publice in multe iri dezvoltate §i au identificat nevoia unei
abordéri holistice.

Céa de-a doua masa rotundi Tranzifia citre o economie verde corectd gi echitabild a
fost moderati de domnul Jamil Chade, corespondent al publicatiei Braziliene O Estado de
Sao Paulo.

Participantii au afirmat ¢ discutiile recente privind economia verde s-au centrat pe
aspectele de mediu ale viitoarei creseteri economice. Aceste discufii au concluzionat ci
resursele actuale ale cresterii economice s-au bazat pe stabilirea preturilor in conformitate cu
resursele sociale si de mediu, ceea ce nu mai poate fi sustinut in viitor. S-a stabilit ca situatia
actuald a condus deja la daune serioase ale mediului inconjurator si la epuizarea resurselor
globale. Mai mult decat atit, se asteapti ca in tirile in curs de dezvoltare — unde se afla
majoritatea populatiei — s& continue o cregtere mai rapida decét in grile dezvoltate.
