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PACE activities in the framework of the parliamentary dimension
of the Council of Europe’s ONE in FIVE Campaign
to stop sexual violence against children in 2011

By Recommendation 1934 (2010}, the Parliamentary Assembly resolved to deveiop the parliamentary
dimension of the Council of Europe ONE in FIVE Campaign to stop sexual violence against children with a
view to associating national parliaments with the campaign and promoting the signature, ratification and
implementation of the Council of Europe Convention on the Protection of Children against Sexual
Exploitation and Sexual Abuse (Lanzarote Convention). A voluntary contribution by Germany co-financed the
Assembly's activities in 2011.

In order to continue its involvement in the campaign, the Social, Health and Family Affairs Committee,
supported by the Bureau of the Assembly, has launched an appeal to national parliaments and governments
for voluntary contributions in order to co-finance its activities during 2012 and 2013.
1.  Activities carried out

1.1. Network of Contact Parliamentarians to stop sexual violence against children

- Number of members: 42 to date, including one representative of the Parliamentary Assembly of
la Francophonie;

- Meetings:
-1 meeting on 26 January 2011 to launch the handbook for parliamentarians on
the Lanzarote Convention;

- 2™ meeting on 13 April 2011 on the issue of combating “child pornography” on the
Intemet;

- 3¢ meeting on 22 June 2011 on the issue of solicitation of chiidren through the
Internet for sexual purposes (“grooming”);

-4" meeting on & October 2011 on the issue of “child sex tourism”.

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2. Future activities
2.1. Network of Contact Parliamentarians

- Thes™ meeting will be organised in Florence (ltaly} on 17 November 2011, in cooperation with the
Innocenti Research Centre of UNICEF, with a special focus on the prevention of sexual violence
against children.

In 2012, the network will continue to hold a meeting during each Assembly part-session in Strasbourg
on a subject related to the Lanzarote Convention and the activities in progress and will, if possible,
hold an outside meeting.

- Visibility material to be developed partly in co-operation with the intergovernmental sector (bags,
umbrellas, USB sticks, post-its, pens, notepads, etc), and in particular for the upcoming network
meeting in Florence on 17 November 2011.

24. Particlpation of the Sub-Committee on Children in events organised by the
intergovernmental sector of the Council of Europe

- The Sub-Committee on Children will participate in the high-level Conference on the Council of
Europe Strategy for the Rights of the Child 2012-2015 on 20-21 November 2011 in Monaco, during
which the national parliamentary dimension of the ONE in FIVE Campaign will be launched by
Monegasque parliamentarians.
