Partlclparea la semindrul presedintiei poloneze a Consiliului UE cu titlul
“Strategii de Cooperare pentru dezvoltare africana spre obiectivele de
dezvoltare ale mileniului - Lectii de la noile state membre ale UE”

Varsovia, Polonia, 26 iulie 2011

In colaborare cu presedinia poloneza a consiliului UE, Asociatia Parlamentarilor Europeni
cu Afiica (AWEPA) impreuna cu Parlamentul Poloniei (SEJM si Senat) au organizat pe 26 iulie
2011 ta Varsovia seminarul intitulat “Strategii de Cooperare pentru dezvoltare africana spre
obiectivele de dezvoltare ale mileniului - Lectii de la noile state membre ale UE”.

Au participat peste 150 de invitali, majoritatea parlamentari din Africa si Europa,
reprezentanti ai ONU, diplomati, membrii ai societatii civile si ai mediului academic.

Seminarul a fost structurat astfel: sedinta de deschidere, trei runde de discutii cu prezentare
de referate, vernisajul unei mici expozitii de fotografii din Sudanul de Sud, in urma unei actiuni
umanitare poloneze, si sectiunea de inchidere.

Lucririle seminarului au fost deschise de domnul Jerzy Wenderlich, vice-presedinte al
Seijmului polonez, alocutiuni de prezentare avind domnul profesor Tadeusz Iwinski, deputat si
presedintele sectiunii poloneze a AWEPA, doamna ministru Miet Smet, presedintele AWEPA si
domnul Obadiah Mailafia, sef de cabinet ACP-EU.

Prima sedinta a avut ca tema: “Strategia ajutorului public in dezvoltarea Africii”, lucrarile
fiind conduse de domnul profesor Tadeusz Iwinski. Raportorii la acesta sectiune au fost:

m Domnul Crzysztof Stanowsky, subsecretar de stat la Ministerul de Externe Polonez;

m Doamna Francesca Mosca, director pentru Africa Sub-Sahariana la comisia Europeana;

S-a discutat mai ales despre rolul parlamentelor nationale, atit donatoare cat si primitoare, in
urmirirea si cresterea supravegherii utilizirii cat mai eficace a ajutorului de dezvoltare (cu
exemplul pozitiv al Nigeriei care a colaborat cu UE si a reusit sa condamne persoanele vinovate
de coruptie) si mai ales pe strategia si prioritatile ajutorului public pentru dezvoltare (ODA) al
UE si al Poloniei in Africa.

In acest context domnul Crzysztof Stanowsky a amintit de proiectul de lege privind
asistenta pentru dezvoltare care urma sa se discute in acea zi in Senat compus din trei sectiuni:
ajutor umanitar, sprijin spre dezvoltare democratica si ajutor pentru dezvoltare propriu-zisa.



Sesiunca a doua l-a avut ca presedinte pe domnul profesor Marek Ziolkowski, vice-
presedinte al Senatului Poloniei avénd ca tema: “Realizarea obiectivelor mileniului pentru
dezvoltare — cooperare intre parlamentele europene si organismele parlamentare regionale”.

Au prezentat informéri care nu s-au referit strict doar la tema sesiunii:

@ Doamna Janina Ochojska, presedintele Actiunii Umanitare Poloneze, care a solicitat
Poloniei sa isi ridice nivelul ajutorului umanitar;

@ Domnul Jan Szczycinski, specialist in comunicare al PNUD, care a atenfionat ca tarile
din Europa Centrala si de Est, referindu-se in special la Polonia, nu se achita de
angajamentele luate in materie de ajutor;

@ Domnul Mario Barbi, deputat italian, care a apreciat laudativ rolul tarii sale, al treilea
contributor in 2010 al UE la bugetul de cooperare si dezvoltare cu peste 1,3 miliarde
euro.

In general s-a constatat ca progresele in domeniul realizarii obiectivelor sunt inca palide
si in special in realizarea primului obiectiv al MDGs(Millennium Development Goals):
reducerea siriciei extreme si a foametei.

Sesiunea a treia a fost moderata de domnul Piotr Iwaszkiewicz, director al
Departamentului Cooperdrii pentru Dezvoltare din cadrul Ministerului Polonez de Externe si in
final de lordui David Chidgey, membru al Camerei Lorzilor din Marea Britanie si presedintele
grupului Awepa din Marea Britanie.

Sub titulatura: Discutii asupra cooperdrii statelor membre UE in dezvoltarea africana au luat
cuvéantul:

S-a subliniat necesitatea ca UE sa nu devina doar al 28-lea donator al
Europei ci prima sarcina a acestei organizatii sa fie aceea de a coordona ajutorului oferit, prin
implicarea tot mai activa a parlamentarilor, atat la nivel national cat si la nivelul parlamentului
European.

We, the African and European participants of the Polish Presidency of the Council of the EU Seminar
entitled: “African Development Cooperation Strategies towards the Millennium Development Goals —
Lessons from the New EU Member States” on 26 July 2011, in the presence of parliamentarians from
Africa and Europe, representatives of the United Nations, civil society and academia are determined
to strengthen our shared cormmitment towards the attainment of the Millennium Development
Goals (MDGs) and improved effectiveness of aid through a translation of this commitment into
enhanced action.

Millennium Development Goals
The 2015 target date for achievement of the MDGs is near, yet results are unevenly spread across

the continents, with the least success in Africa. The 2010 UN Millennium Development Goals Report
concluded that without a major push during the remaining years, many goals wiil likely be missed in
developing regions.

Positive results can be achieved if international development partners support nationally-owned
development strategies and policies regarding development cooperation, trade and other policy
areas. Democratic and good governance is required for this to succeed, yet in the process of policy
formulation and implementation; there has been a striking lack of systematic engagement with
elected representatives of the affected populations.

Enhanced regional cooperation within Africa Is also important for the achievement of the MDGs and
therefore the Pan African Parliament and Regional Parliamentary Bodies have the important task to
promote and work together towards these goals. Proper leadership is needed to enable the
achievement of the MDGs and parliamentarians have the task to ensure that governments stick to
their commitments.

In order to overcome challenges and accelerate progress towards the achievement of the Millennium
Development Goals for a reduction in poverty and improved livelihoods for the peoples of Africa, it is
essential that we, both Europeans and Africans, engage in on-going consultative dialogues. A new
partnership based on equality and joint responsibility is needed to secure long term sustainable
development on the African continent.



We recommend a strengthening of the North-South parliamentary dialogue on effective
development policies and strategies to promote real partnership including in the areas of
development cooperation, trade, exchange of know-how and expertise at regional and national
levels between EU donor countries and African partner countries.

We recommend that the valuable transformation-related experience and knowledge which new
EU Member States have to share, be incorporated into the dialogue. In this regard, we also
recommend the new Member States to increase their activities in support of African
development, especially considering the opportunity provided by three of these countries
holding the EU Presidency in 2011 and 2012 (Hungary, Poland and Cyprus).

We recommend that nationally-owned development strategies are supported and strengthened
governance is ensured through strengthened parliamentary oversight and scrutiny of
government policy and legislation towards the achievement of the MDGs. Members of
Parliament should be given more involvement in these matters, rather than only Ministers.

We call on donors to provide assistance for capacity building and development of parliaments at
national and regional levels to help ensure the integration of the MDGs into the overall
development priorities of African countries.

We recommend the mobilisation of European parliamentary action to support the MDGs at both
national and regional level in Africa. In this regard, parliamentarians are called on to join AWEPA

in its new Parliamentary Support Programme: “Strengthening Regional Parliaments towards
achieving the MDGs”,

We recommend that European parliamentarians urge their governments, especially at this time
of economic difficulty, to ensure predictable aid and sufficient financing for the attainment of the
MDGs. The EU-12 are urged to maintain their commitment to raise their development assistance
budgets to 0.33% of their Gross Domestic Product (GDP) by 2015. The other EU member states
are urged to maintain their commitment to attaining 0.7% of their GDP. At the same time, we call
on the private sector to become more involved to enhance bilateral trade and create more
employment in African regions.

Development Effectiveness

For the attainment of the MDGs and other development goals, aid must be used more
effectively. For long- term success, increased accountability of government use of aid, through

active parliamentary oversight is essential. Regional parliamentary bodies are also of high
importance in this regard.

We affirm the statements made in the ACP-EU Joint Parliamentary Assembly (JPA} Budapest
Declaration of May 2011, which refer to the essential role of parliaments in assuring improved
aid use and effectiveness. The Declaration underlines the importance of aid alignment with
national priorities; the importance of using recipient country public financial management
systems; the leading role national parliaments should play in balancing executive power through



the scrutiny of budgets, policies and their outcomes; and the need to strengthen the capacities of
parliaments at the national and regional levels.

We affirm the statement made by NEPAD CAO Dr. tbrahim Mayaki that it is time to move
“beyond aid” from aid effectiveness to development effectiveness and trade. NEPAD has
launched an African platform for development effectiveness; APDev. We encourage all
participants to become members of this site.

We endorse the Legislative Principles for Development Effectiveness, which outlines the role of
legislatures and their potential contributions to making aid and development more effective. The
Principles are a result of a broad consultative process, coordinated by AWEPA, involving over 150
parliamentarians in cooperation with the Inter-Parliamentary Union (IPU), the Parliamentary
Network on the World Bank (PNoWB), the ACP/EU JPA and the SADC Parliamentary Forum and
intended to support dialogue and agreements reached in the Fourth High Level Forum on Aid
Effectiveness scheduled from 29 November to 1 December this year in Busan, South Korea.
Parliamentarians are encouraged to join AWEPA in Busan by securing a place in country’s
delegations in order to ensure a strong parliamentary voice at the Forum.

We recommend increased donor support for African regional parliamentary bodies towards
improved oversight of Official Development Assistance given to Regional Economic Communities.

We call on donors and partner countries to rapidly take action to make information on aid at the
country level transparent given that effective oversight requires full disclosure of information.
The success of effective aid monitoring requires the commitment from all stakeholders invoived,
including parliamentarians.

We recommend that European AWEPA members form teams with African parliamentary
partners to jointly monitor aid flows of both bilateral and multilateral aid. This includes aid
stemming from national and regional EU sources distributed to both national and regional
African partners).

We urge parliamentarians in Africa and Europe to cooperate in order to ensure that the World
Trade Organisation and Economic Partnership Agreements (EPA)-negotiations lead to agreement
that secures real African ownership of its development and promotes the achievement of the
MDGs and sustainable development.




FINAL RECOMMENDATION

We, the participants of the seminar of the Polish Presidency of the Council of the
EU Seminar entitled “African Development Cooperation Strategies towards the
Millennium Development Goals — Lessons from the New EU Member States” and
members of the Association of European Parliamentarians with Africa (AWEPA)
Executive Committee and Governing Council, gathered in Warsaw on 26 Juty
2011 in the Polish Sejm:

Noting that the United Nations humanitarian coordinator for Somalia
declared there to be a famine there for the first time in 19 years;

Noting that the situation in Somalia has over the last 20 years
degenerated into a complex political humanitarian and security
cafastrophe for the people of Somalia, its neighbouring countries and the
entire infernational community;

Noting that the efforts already done by the international community are
insufficient fo solve the Somalia problem;

Appreciating the efforts of the East African Regional Countries, especialty
Kenya, Uganda and Burundi for their various interventions aimed at
having a lasting solution to the problem of Somalia;

Recalling the Message by Mary Robinson, member of AWEPA'’s Eminent
Advisory Body, and former President of ireland and UN High
Commissioner for Human Rights, to the AWEPA Executive Committee
and Governing Council:

Recalling AWEPA’s mission fo keep Africa high on the political agenda in
Europe;

1) Call on all parliamentarians and AWEPA sections in the national parliaments
of Africa, Europe and the European Parliament to take action in response to
the grave crisis in Somalia by advocating for adequate funding of the famine
relief effort by European States and EU institutions, commensurate to their
size, and by creating awareness among their peoples.

2) Call upon their governments to fully commit themselves towards a lasting
solution for the problem of Somalia.
