Scopul principal al reuniunii a fost concentrat pe urmitoarele aspecte: misurarea
progresului si a bunéastdni, stadiul cresterii ecologice, lupta impotriva coruptiei,

consensul de la Seul privind dezvoltarea.
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Reuniunea a debutat cu discursul domnului Angel Gurria, secretarul general al OECD,
care a descris rolul organizatiei in aceastd perioadd. Aceasta a opinat cd, pe plan
international, nivelul periculos al gomajului constituie cea mai grea mogtenire a crizei
financiare, alituri de deficitul bugetar si datoria publica, care a atins cel mai inalt nivel

inregistrat pani in prezent.

In vederea intdmpindrii aspectelor ce caracterizeazi economia mondiald post-criza,
OCDE prezintd mai multe studii care cuprind recomandari de politici publice: Off to a
Good Start: Jobs for Youth, Strategia privind Green Growth, Programul PISA, Going
beyond GDP.

Domnul Raul Suarez, din cadrul Departamentului de Statisticd a OCDE, a vorbit despre
viitorul raport ,, How’s Life” prin care se incearca prezentarea indicatorilor bundstarii
umane comparabili la nivel international: venituri familiale, educatie si abilitéti,
angajare civicd, retea sociald, siguranta personald, conditii de locuit, starea de sénétate.
Cuantificarea factorilor ce determind bunidstarea umand contribuie la perfectionarea
politicilor publice prin identificarea punctelor critice gi prin evaluarea comparativa a

performantelor statelor in ceea ce priveste bundstarea populatiei lor.
2. Panelul doi — cresterea economica st a mediului inconjurator

Most people visit a doctor when they are sick. A minority undertakes regular check-ups of their
health-status. These comprehensive check-ups may help to identify some specific conditions that
require high-frequency monitoring, and to take steps to prevent the development of important
diseases. The same regular check-ups may be conceived to assess the ‘health’ of communities and
countries. The OECD is planning a new report that will present some of the core elements and
indicators relevant to the assessment of the well-being and progress of communities, and of the
people living in them. The focus will be on the most important dimensions that shape people’s life
today. ‘

An update on Green Growth

Shifting towards green growth means seizing opportunities to develop new industries, jobs, and
technologies, cleaning up polluting sectors, and transforming consumption patterns. Central to this is
identifying sources of growth which make much lighter claims on the biosphere. “Business as usual”
is not an option. That’s why the OECD is developing a Green Growth Sirategy to help governments
design and implement policies that can shift our economies onto greener growth paths. If they are to
promote this change, policy makers and citizens will need reliable information on the state of the
planet and objective analyses of the various options proposed. The OECD will continue to refine
green growth indicators and improve the way in which we measure societies” progress. Discussions
with other stakeholders will explore common ground, and ways to co-operate in educating and
motivating people to adjust their lifestyles. That is why the OECD has invited governments, civil
society organisations and experts with a wide range of views to join us in shaping the policies and
identifying the actions that will enable us to leave a healthier planet to future generations.

The Seoul Development Consensus and the OECD

In November 2010 G20 Leaders agreed that tackling development gaps was part and parcel of their
cooperation to promote strong, sustainable and balanced growth. They endorsed the Seoul
Development Consensus for Shared Growth, identifying nine key pillars (infrastructure, private
investment and job creation, human resource development, trade, financial inclusion, growth with
resilience, food security, domestic resource mobilisation and knowledge sharing) where action and
reform are most critical to promote growth in developing countries and reduce development gaps. As
a multi-disciplinary organisation— involved in all of these areas and with a 50 year experience of
evidence-based policy analysis— the OECD provided analytical support to the design of the Seoul
Consensus and has been requested to contribute to its implementation.

In endorsing the Consensus, G20 Leaders reaffirmed their respective ODA pledges and
commitments to assist the poorest countries, and acknowledged the importance of improving aid
effectiveness in conjunction with the implementation of the Seoul Action Plan. The OECD has been
leading the aid effectiveness agenda for many years and strongly welcomes the G20 support to make
development assistance and South-South Co-operation more effective. At the upcoming 4th High-
level Forum on Aid Effectiveness in Busan mimisters and specialists from developed and developing
countries will take stock of what has been achieved so far to improve aid effectiveness and set out
the necessary steps to ensure that better aid translates into better lives in partner countries.
Parliamentarians have a vital ole to play in increasing aid effectiveness by holding their own
governments to account for commitments made in the Paris Declaration and the Accra Agenda for
Action.

Fighting corruption: The impact of the OECD Anti-Bribery Convention

Eleven years since the OECD Anti-Bribery Convention came into force, there has been an important
attitudinal change about transacting foreign business. Previously, the bribery of foreign public
officials was not a criminal offence in the vast majority of the 38 Parties to the Convention, and
companies from those countries could claim tax deductions for bribe payments. This has all changed,
and several Parties have prosecuted high profile cases. This session will look at the impact of the
Convention on the global anti-corruption landscape, including the role of the Working Group on
Bribery’s demanding monitoring process, which just entered a new phase focused on overcoming
remaining challenges to the effective implementation of the Convention. A summary of the main
challenges will be provided; particularly legislative challenges that the Parliamentarians need to
know about since eventually they might be asked to consider draft legislative changes to address
them.
